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CREATING AN ENDNOTE LIBRARY

When you create a Library in EndNote you are going to want to store it on a portable storage
device, such as a USB thumb drive, so you can access it from any computer that has EndNote
installed on it. Note: If you create a Library on your G Drive or on the physical drive of a
computer, you many not be able to access it from another computer. The following directions
will walk you through creating an EndNote Library on a portable storage device, using Windows
XP.
