Instructions for accessing your web account are below. 
 
You will need to download a SFTP client.  If you have a Windows computer, a free program, Core FTP Lite, 
is available at http://www.smcm.edu/tech/stuhelpdesk/downloads.php.  A free program for Macintosh, Fugu, 
is available at the same link.  Below are connection instructions for Core FTP Lite and Fugu, though the 
settings can be substituted for any SFTP client. 
 
Windows Instructions: 

1.  Click ÒDownload NowÓ and save the installer to your desktop and then double click it.  If prompted by 
Windows if you want to run the installer, click ÒRunÓ. 
 

2.  Once the installer is running: 
a) Click Next 6 times 
b) Click Finish 

 
3. An icon is now on your desktop for Core FTP Lite, double click 

it. 
 

4.  When asked to make Core FTP your default FTP client, click 
NO. 

 
5. When asked ÒWould you like to use Ônotepad.exeÕ to edit all 
ASCII files?Ó, click Yes.

Once youÕve downloaded Fugu, it will appear on your Desktop as a fish icon.  You can either leave 
it on your Desktop or drag it to your Applications folder. 

1. Launch Fugu by double clicking on it.  
 

2. Type www.smcm.edu in the Connect to: 
field.   

3. Enter your network username in the 
Username: field. 

4. Click Connect. 
 

5. Fugu will prompt you to accept the serverÕs 
DSA key fingerprint.   Click Continue.  This 
will only happen the first time you connect to 
your web space. 
 

6. Enter your network password when prompted.
